Jesus and Zacchaeus Why is Moses so important? 

• To Jews, Moses is at least as important as 
Abraham, and some would claim more so 

• This is because Moses gives the Law 

• “No prophet has risen in Israel like Moses” 

• The Pharisees describe themselves as 
disciples of Moses 



Jesus and Zacchaeus How was Jesus like Moses? 

“When there is a prophet among you, I, the 
Lord, reveal myself to them in visions, I speak 
to them in dreams. But this is not true of my 
servant Moses; he is faithful in all my house” 
Numbers 12 v6-7 

Both Moses and Jesus were faithful to God 



Jesus and Zacchaeus How is Jesus superior to Moses? 

• The writer continues the “house” analogy 

• Moses was just part of God’s house 

• Jesus was like the builder of the house 

• Moses was faithful as a servant 

 Jesus was faithful as God’s Son 



Jesus and Zacchaeus Moses was only human after all… 

• The danger is that we follow other people 

• Other people let us down… 

• We let other people down… 

• We are brothers and sisters and so we 
watch out and help one another 

• We are Holy – dedicated to God’s Son
